 Property Evaluation Update

 
As part of the strategic planning process, the Board has charged the organization
with evaluating and prioritizing property needs.
 
To further this goal, the Property Visioning Planning Retreat was held at the GSNEO
Corporate Office on Saturday December 5 and facilitated by Barbara Greene.  
 
There was a wonderful turnout of volunteer, board and staff representatives from all corners
of the council.
 
The group came together to evaluate how our properties can best support girl program and
to make recommendations on how to maximize property usage potential given the financial
constraints we face.
 
Three task groups were assigned - Market Research-Chaired by Board Member Beth Frank,
Program Research-Chaired by Board Treasurer Lynda Rossiter and Property Research-Co-
chaired by Board Members Roberta Uhrich and Brent Gardner.
 
The committees will be busy during the next four months conducting
research, evaluating property survey results, reviewing financial data, and other property
related information.
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The Groups are also charged with developing a decision making matrix that is bias free.
 
The Vision 2012 Committee reports to the Integrated Task Group of the Board of Directors.
 
By May 2010, it is hoped that there will be recommendations forwarded for GSNEO Board
decision making. In a report from Glen Chin, GSUSA Consultant, "The wonderful sites of
Northeast Ohio's inventory makes it difficult to sort and prioritize, and if resources were
infinite, the Council would not have to make these difficult decisions.
 
In order for the Council to be a good steward of its resources, it will be important to focus
upon the core programmatic areas of the council and to optimize the operating costs now
and into a more sustainable future".
