· The Reinberger Foundation awarded Girl Scouts of North East Ohio $10,000 in grant funding to implement financial literacy programming in Cuyahoga County.  This is a new funding source that will enable GSNEO to provide financial literacy programming to 109 girls in Cleveland Metropolitan Schools.

· The Jane Peirce Kirkham Fund of the Cleveland Foundation awarded Girl Scouts of North East Ohio $2,500 for Financial Literacy programming in Cleveland.


Teaching financial literacy to girls is the first step to ensuring their financial independence.  With 13 Certified Entrepreneurship Teachers on staff, GSNEO is prepared to partner with all Northeast Ohio schools, helping each fulfill the unfunded state financial literacy mandate.  


Girl Scouts has made financial literacy an integral part of all programs and activities year-round.  The Girl Scout Cookie sale is one of the most effective financial literacy programs that teach girls marketing and money management skills. In addition to the cookie program, council staff and trained volunteers facilitate age-specific programs in-school, after school, at libraries, community centers and at Girl Scout camp.  Financial literacy is also taught during activities such as the “Mall Lock-In,” where girls spend the night in a mall and learn to shop responsibly and participate in team-building exercises.  Soon, GSNEO will make financial literacy even more accessible by offering games and activities on line.
The Girl Scouts of North East Ohio is the premier organization for leadership development for girls.  GSNEO serves 40,000 girls and 15,000 adult volunteer members throughout an 18-county region in Northeast Ohio, including Medina, Portage, and Summit counties; Cuyahoga, Geauga, and Lake counties; Carroll, Stark and Tuscarawas counties; Ashtabula, Columbiana, Mahoning and Trumbull counties; Erie, Huron, Lorain, Sandusky and Seneca counties.
