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Girl Scouts Receive Grant for Programming in Akron
Macedonia, OH, June 19, 2009 – The Mary S. and David C. Corbin Foundation has awarded Girl Scouts of North East Ohio (GSNEO) a grant for $5,000 to implement programming in the Akron Public Schools.  

The in-school and after-school programming will help foster healthy peer relationships, positive decision making and strong leadership skills in girls.  The activities provide a special focus on conflict resolution, peer pressure, healthy lifestyles and relationships, growing up female and financial literacy.
“The goal of these programs is to develop the natural leader in each girl,” said GSNEO Chief Executive Officer Daisy L. Alford-Smith, Ph.D. “The activities will empower girls to create their own destinies, foster good decision-making skills and discover their abilities and interests in a safe setting.” 
GSNEO has a long history of providing programming to girls of all ages in schools throughout Akron.  This grant will support these programs, which serve approximately 750 girls annually in 20 schools.  As part of a major organizational initiative, the Girl Scouts will incorporate financial literacy programming in their school programs this fall.
The Girl Scouts of North East Ohio is the premier organization for leadership development for girls.  GSNEO serves 40,000 girls and 15,000 adult volunteer members throughout an 18-county region in Northeast Ohio, including Medina, Portage, and Summit counties; Cuyahoga, Geauga, and Lake counties; Carroll, Stark and Tuscarawas counties; Ashtabula, Columbiana, Mahoning and Trumbull counties; Erie, Huron, Lorain, Sandusky and Seneca counties.
