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Girl Scouts of North East Ohio Offers Fingerprinting Service
Macedonia, OH, June 24, 2009 – Banks, schools and organizations whose members have direct contact with children are required to have FBI background checks done of prospective employees.  Girl Scouts of North East Ohio (GSNEO) is among those organizations that require its employees to be fingerprinted for the safety of its members.  GSNEO owns its own equipment, and is now offering the service at a reduced cost to other businesses and organizations.
“Owning our own equipment benefits our Girl Scout council and the community,” said Laura Liptak, director of human resources. “Our staff of about 100 needed to be fingerprinted, plus we need to fingerprint our camp staff and volunteers annually.  We save money by owning the equipment, and now we want to pass that savings on to other organizations.”

GSNEO is committed to protecting the personal information of everyone who is fingerprinted.  The mobile fingerprinting equipment is kept locked in a secure location.  The information is encrypted and password protected when it is saved on the laptop and transmitted.  A limited number of GSNEO Human Resources employees are trained and permitted to use the equipment, and they do not have access to any personal information once it is sent to the Ohio Bureau of Criminal Identification and Investigation (BCI).
“The process takes less than five minutes,” said Liptak.  “We take prints from all eight fingers and both thumbs and then send it directly to the BCI.  When we collect fingerprints for other companies, the results are sent directly to them.  GSNEO will only see the results of its own prospective employees, staff and volunteers.”

 
Fingerprinting is done at the GSNEO corporate office in Macedonia by appointment during regular business hours (9 a.m. – 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday).  Off-site fingerprinting is also available by apointment.
