Stark Community Foundation SummerTime Kid’s Grant 
Macedonia, OH, June 16, 2009 – Girl Scouts of North East Ohio (GSNEO) is pleased to announce that for the second year in a row, GSNEO has received the Stark Community Foundation SummerTime Kid’s Grant.  The $2,000 grant will be used to support the 4 C’s Summer Enrichment Camp in collaboration with Antioch Baptist Church in Canton.  The program serves 20 girls in Stark County.  It is our mission to help girls develop Courage, Confidence and Character, to make their Community a better place.  
“This grant is an investment in our future leaders,” said Daisy L. Alford-Smith, Ph.D., GSNEO Chief Executive Officer.  “Girl Scouts are taught to believe in themselves, work with others and create positive change in the community and around the world.”
This six-week program will focus on the underserved communities in Stark County.  Girls will participate in activities, including a neighborhood clean-up day and a free community lunch that the girls help prepare, serve and clean-up.  
Participants are chosen by the Antioch Baptist Youth and Sunday School Ministry and Youth Leadership Council of the church.  Principals and counselors from the Canton City Schools will also provide input on the selection process.  At the end of the program, the 20 participants will become a new Girl Scout Troop.  To celebrate, they will march in the Community Parade during the Pro Football Hall of Fame week in Canton.
