Millions of boxes of Girl Scout Cookies are arriving in Northeast Ohio

Macedonia – At this very moment, Girl Scouts of North East Ohio (GSNEO) staff members and volunteers across 18 counties are unloading semi trucks full of Girl Scout Cookies.  Troops are picking up their orders from distribution sites, and will begin delivering them as early as March 5.  Girl Scouts have until March 21 to sell additional boxes of cookies through order cards, door-to-door sales, word of mouth, and cookie booths outside of public places like malls, grocery stores and other retailers.   
New this year, Girl Scouts will be participating in a “Lights on for Girl Scouts” campaign.  This is how it works: First, Girl Scouts visit neighborhoods where they plan to go door-to-door.  Post-it notes placed on the front door will let people know the exact date and time when the troop will return.  On the designated date, Girl Scouts will bring cookies and collect the money to everyone who turns their porch light on.   Cookies cost $3.50 per box.
While GSNEO is thrilled with the support that our girls have received during our annual cookie sale this year, a lot of people have questions about conflicting news reports about the Lemon Chalet CremesTM Girl Scout Cookies.  First, be assured that none of these affected cookies have been or will be delivered to GSNEO.  

Little Brownie Bakers, the maker of Girl Scout Cookies, announced a voluntary recall of some of its Lemon Chalet CremesTM cookies on Thursday. They discovered that a few production lots contained oils that were breaking down causing a peculiar off-taste and smell.  These cookies are safe for consumers to eat, but because they did not meet high quality standards, these batches have been withdrawn from the market and are being replaced. No other Girl Scout cookies are affected. 
We are happy that our cookies were not affected by the withdrawal and that our customers will continue to experience the same high quality cookies that they have come to know and love.
